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To minimise the risk of spreading the virus, you must stay at home as much as possible.
You should only leave or remain outside your home for essential reasons like:

v Getting food or medicines

v/ Any medical need

v/ Exercise

v To provide support to a vulnerable person

In all settings, please follow relevant public health advice and requirements such as on the use

of face coverings.

Shielding

You should stay home as much as possible but you can still go out for exercise and
essential shopping or medicines.

Work from home if you can. If you cannot work from home, you should not attend
your workplace.

You should minimise contact with people outside your own household.
You should not take public transport or taxis.
