The capital footway scheme from Cardross Crematorium towards Cardross will run into next week now because of a slight delay this week due to staff availability. 

Arrochar electric vehicle charger

The EVC at Glen Loin 1 car parkin Arrochar has caused us some issues for a while because it is nested within a car park owned by Luss Estates. The Council previously leased the car park when the charger was installed a number of years ago and there was no indication at that time that Luss Estates would be looking to change the arrangements.

Due to the way Luss Estates operate the car park people are charged to access the car park and then pay to use the EVC, which is different from any other EVC access arrangements we have across the area. To remedy this a completely new charger will be installed at the council-owned car park further around the head of the Loch, at Glen Loin 2. Our contractor, Valley Group, will be on site Monday morning to begin installation. The plinth and connection is already there so it should only be a couple of days at the most. There might be minor disruption to the car park with a couple of spaces blocked off the car park will remain open during the works.

Cardross Crematorium – cremator service

The Crematorium will be closed until Wednesday – this is to allow the cremator to cool down after services today ahead of its service on Monday and Tuesday. This is part of the ongoing management of the cremator, ensuring it is operating as it should and meeting all emissions standards. 


	
MAKI warden and Campbeltown traffic management arrangements 

The new warden will start on Monday and initially will work on educating people about traffic management arrangements rather than going straight to enforcement. 

We are looking to allow the warden some time to bed in and provide feedback on any on the ground issues, collate statistics on fines issues etc. and at that point arrange a meeting with local members to discuss the traffic management arrangements. The sheer fact of the warden’s presence may change the dynamic which is ultimately what we want to see – wardens are there to ensure safe and proper flow of traffic and to keep towns moving. Generally what you see where new enforcement is introduced is a spike initially then a marked drop off over time as people better comply with the arrangements.
