Roads updates

The ongoing capital works on the Isle of Tiree are progressing well and remain on schedule for completion by next week. 

In addition to the works in Tiree, we are planning to complete further capital surfacing schemes in the Lorn area. These include inlay resurfacing on:

· U18 Rockfield Road

Both schemes are designed to significantly improve the quality and durability of the road surface.

Arrochar Electrical Vehicle Charger


The EV charger at Glen Loin carpark in Arrochar has now been installed. 

We're currently waiting on Scottish Power to fit the meter, after which it should be up and running.

Work has also commenced on the Capital surfacing scheme on the UC25 Emeraval link road.
Both schemes will continue into next week.

Next week we are also carrying surfacing works on West Bank road in Ardrishaig.

Pre surface dressing work will also commence in Crinan above Scottish Canals carpark.
