Work is ongoing on the A849 between Salen and Pennygowan, where a £125,000 capital overlay scheme is being delivered to improve the road surface.

Once this project is complete, works will begin on the B8073 at Mishnish Lochs.

Roads updates

This week we have completed two capital schemes. 

A scheme on St Modans Way in Rosneath has received an investment of around £15,000, while Church Road in Arrochar has benefitted from approximately £20,000. 

Both schemes are designed to enhance the longevity and resilience of the roads.

Contractors have been assisting with essential tree-topping along Old Luss Road, ensuring that overhanging branches are managed to improve visibility and maintain safe passage for vehicles and pedestrians.

Roads updates 

Drainage works have now completed on the UC17 Tangy Road. Surfacing work is scheduled to commence next week.

On Islay, the team have been completing the culvert replacement at Springbank, and the road is scheduled to re-open today.

Islay Streetlighting

These works are scheduled to take place from mid to late October.

Roads updates

Last week the team completed capital resurfacing work on the B800 Shinty Brae and the A8003 Royal Brae.

The gully motor has been in attendance following the completion of these schemes to ensure all drainage is clear.

Capital resurfacing works on the Glenbranter road at Glendaruel, Strachur are ongoing and progressing well.


Bute 

On Bute we are carrying out repairs to safety defects that have been identified through inspection.

We are currently liaising with lining contractors to complete the outstanding lining works at the recently finished capital schemes. 

Our target is to have these works completed during the week commencing 15th September.

Swarco, the contractor responsible for managing our illuminated signs have advised that a software issue affecting school signs nationally has been identified, specifically relating to calendar entries. 

While this issue has now been resolved, each affected site requires a software update. 
Swarco have requested replacement programmed SD cards for the sites, and once these are received, arrangements will be made for the affected signage at Toward Drumlemble, and Kilmichael Glassary to be updated as a matter of priority.
