· Provide property owners with a valuable tool with which to inform their development requirements.

· Provide Argyll and Bute Council with a valuable tool with which to inform its planning practice and policies for the area.

Once finalised, the document will be used as a material consideration in determining planning applications and will be used in conjunction with local and national policies relating to development within conservation areas.
